
Shaykh, al-ʿAllāmah, Imām 

Rabīʿ: Muḥammad Bin Hādī Has 

No Evidence, is Affected by Ahl 

al-Bidʿah, Wages War Against 

Salafīs and Has Caused Splits 

all Across the World 
 

Allāh granted us the blessing of visiting our Shaykh,  the Father, the 

Imām, ʿAllāmah Rabīʿ bin Hādī al-Madkhalī—may Allāh preserve 

him—on night of the 9th Shaʿbān 1439H. The Shaykh received us as 

his guests—may Allāh prolong his life in obedience and grant benefit 

[to others] by it. We benefited from his directions and [pieces] of 

advice. We presented to him some speech of the brother Yāsīn bin 

ʿAmmār known as Abū Ayyūb al-Ṣafāqisī and from it is: 

 

1. His revilement of Shaykh Arafāt and his brothers, that they are 

Ṣaʿāfiqah, evil and a tribulation. 

 

The Shaykh—may Allāh the Exalted preserve him—replied: “Shaykh 

Muḥammad bin Hādī has no evidences. Among those is one who 

has a Doctorate or Masters, and among them is one who has 

University certification, and all of them are upon guidance, upon truth 

and light. They are oppressed, oppressed, oppressed, may Allāh 



bless you. And those who say that they are Ṣaʿāfiqah, they 

themselves are the Ṣaʿāfiqah. Say  to them: You are the Saʿāfiqah.” 

 

2. His statement, “The truth, that is as clear as the sun, is with 

Shaykh Muḥammad bin Hādī.” 

 

The Shaykh angrily replied: “Liar! Allāh says, “Say: Bring your 

evidence if indeed you are truthful.” (2:111).  MāshāʾAllāh, the 

scholars do not know this, and you have come to know it!!” 

 

3. His saying, “The inner circle (biṭānah) of Shaykh Rabīʿ and Shaykh 

ʿUbayd is evil”. One of the brothers said regarding this point: “Many 

people today revile the inner circle of scholars and when you say to 

them that this necessitates that the scholar is weak and is dictated to 

(by those around him), they say that reviling the inner circle does not 

necessitate revilement of the scholar.” 

 

The Shaykh—may Allāh preserve him—said: “This is revilement. 

[Such a one] does not harm except himself [by this 

revilement]...” 

 

Then one of the students said: “By Allāh, they have increased in 

speech against Shaykh ʿUbayd, Shaykh al-Bukhārī and Shaykh 

Rabīʿ! They say that those three scholars have been affected by the 

inner circle.” 

 

The Shaykh—may Allāh preserve him—replied: “Is Muḥammad bin 

Hādī an Imām?! Is Muḥammad bin Hādī a prophet? He is the one 

who is affected by Ahl al-Bidʿah! He wages war against 



Salafīs... Muḥammad Hādī is the one who is affected by Ahl al-

Ahwā, he wages war against Salafīs, those who have doctorates 

and masters [qualifications] and he says of them, ‘Ṣaʿāfiqah’, then 

he proceeds to cause splits all over the world. This is an 

opposer to the methodology of the Salaf, may Allāh bless you!” 

 

At the end of the sitting, the Shaykh said: “Advise him, if he does not 

accept the advice, then warn against him, this one is a deviant.” 

 

Acting upon the advice of Shaykh Rabīʿ—may Allāh preserve him—

we sent him advice through one of our brothers and after a period, he 

came to Madīnah and fled from sitting with his brothers, and he has 

not ceased to be partisan to Dr. Muḥammad bin Hādī. He left us with 

no choice but to spread the warning of the Imām of al-Jarḥ wal-Taʿdīl, 

Rabī bin Hādī, against him.  

 

May Allāh preserve our Shaykh, Rabīʿ, aid the Sunnah through him 

and subdue the people of splitting and misguidance by him. May 

Allāh make honourable mention of Muḥammad, his family and his 

companions and grant them safety.
